DOMINIC Cummings had planned to disregard the

While
Corbyn did his best to tell the BBC that not having a position on
Brexit was, in itself, a very clear position, his shadow foreign
secretary was dressed in an EU flag and leading a pro-Remain
march along the seafront. Meanwhile, party members were
getting themselves in a mess inside the conference hall where,
in true socialist-style, the votes descended into chaos with
members unsure of what they voting on. Little wonder, perhaps,
that one of Corbyn’s most senior aides has handed in his notice,
complaining of “a lack of professionalism, competence and
human decency”.

TfL poised to grant Uber a further

UBER will have its fate sealed on
Wednesday when Transport for
London (TfL) makes a decision on the
ride-hailing app’s licence in the
capital.

Uber has currently been running
on a 15-month probationary licence,
issued last June in the aftermath of
mayor Sadiq Khan’s decision in 2017

to strip the operator of its licence
over safety and regulatory concerns.

It is understood that Uber applied
for a five-year licence to continue
operating in London, but is poised to
get another that runs for 12 to 15
months.

TfL and Uber declined to comment
yesterday.

Last month Khan vowed to take on
the “big boys” at Uber when it comes
to renewing its licence, saying

everyone must play by the rules if
they want to operate in the capital.

Following Khan’s decision to strip
Uber’s licence in 2017, the firm made
a series of changes to its app,
including a 24/7 support centre and
limits to driver hours.

In the summer, TfL awarded Uber
rival Via Van a three-year licence
renewal, while Indian startup Ola
was granted a 15-month licence to
operate in London.

BT IS gearing up to defend its control
of Champions League TV rights as the
telecoms giant cashes in on price rises
in its broadcast division.

BT Sport paid £1.2bn in 2017 to
secure rights to Champions
League and Europa League
matches for three sea-
sons, cementing its con-
trol of European
football coverage.

Governing body Uefa
has told potential bid-
ders that the next
round of rights will be
put up for auction in the
middle of next month, the
Sunday Telegraph reported.

BT, which upset the apple cart in
2013 when it outbid rival Sky for
Champions League broadcast rights,
will be favourite to win the next auc-
tion and retain the rights.

It comes after the company rolled
out price hikes across its TV packages,
with some customers facing increases
of as much as £48 a year.

Trump’s comments came after he
told Fox last week that he was “very
disappointed” in Powell, and said: “I
don’t think he knows how to play
the game well.”

Trump was also asked if Powell's
job was safe and responded: “It’s
safe. Yeah, it’s safe. Sure, why not?” 

Last Wednesday, the Fed voted to
cut interest rates by a quarter of a
point, taking its overnight lending
target to between 1.75 per cent and
two per cent.

Trump reacted angrily, tweeting:
“Will Fed ever get into the game?
Dollar strongest EVER! Really bad for
exports. No Inflation... Highest
Interest Rates... The United States,
because of the Federal Reserve, is
paying a MUCH higher Interest Rate
than other competing countries.
They can’t believe how lucky they are
that Jay Powell & the Fed don’t have
a clue.”

Last night Trump tweeted: “We
should always be paying less interest
than others!”

Trump’s repeated criticism of
Powell and his Fed colleagues comes
despite a convention that the Fed is
independent and the President does
not interfere with its decisions.

Trump has repeatedly argued for
lower interest rates to stimulate the
economy in the face of overseas
competition.

Last week when Powell was asked
if he had a response to Trump’s
criticism, he said: “I don’t. I’m not
going to change my practice here
today of not responding to
comments of elected officials.” 

Powell also stressed the
importance of “the independence of
the Federal Reserve from direct
political control”.

THE UK could climb the World Bank’s
Ease of Doing Business rankings if it
embraced widespread tax and regula-
tion cuts, a pressure group has said. 

The Taxpayers’ Alliance (TPA) argued
that it is time to “back British busi-
nesses”, in a handbook released today,
saying the country is “too shy about the
good that our businesses do”. 

The group also claimed the UK tax

burden is at a 49-year high.
The handbook lists 14 recommenda-

tions for the country to increase inno-
vation and entrepreneurship, and
climb up the World Bank’s Ease of
Doing Business Index where the UK sits
in ninth place.

Recommendations included cutting
corporation tax to 10 per cent and the
business rates multiplier to 30 per cent.

TPA head John O’Connell said UK
businesses were being “burdened with

excessive taxes and endless red tape”.
The handbook will be launched by

the TPA and Matchroom Sport’s Barry
Hearn this afternoon. 

Hearn, a self-made millionaire origi-
nally from east London, has been 
involved in promoting professional
boxing, snooker and darts over a 50-
year career.

“Businesses don't pay taxes: they’re
paid by entrepreneurs, shareholders,
staff and customers,” he said.

Leisure sector
confidence falls
on uncertainty

BUSINESS confidence in the pub and
restaurant sector has sunk to a two-
year low over political uncertainty.

A survey from consultancy CGA
and hospitality technology specialist
Fourth found fewer than a third (30
per cent) of industry bosses are
optimistic about the market’s
prospects – down nine percentage
points from three months ago.

The figure is the lowest since
November 2017 and the joint-lowest
since the June 2016 EU referendum.

Confidence in their own business
has also fallen, with 58 per cent of
leaders optimistic about their firm’s
prospects in the next 12 months at a
fall of seven percentage points since
the last poll. 

The survey identifies Brexit as the
main source of pessimism, with 44
per cent citing uncertainty around
the UK’s exit as their leading
concern and 52 per saying the
potential consequences of departure
is their biggest worry.

Three-quarters (74 per cent) of
leaders are concerned about
increased food costs post-Brexit and
nearly as many are worried about
increased labour costs (72 per cent)
and a fall in consumer confidence
(67 per cent).

CGA chief executive Phil Tate said:
“This is a sober message to the
government from the country’s pub,
bar and restaurant operators. It is
clear that the long-term
consequences of Brexit are front of
mind in the industry at the moment,
and leaders don’t regard this as
simply a short-term problem. There
is an urgent need for clarity around
Brexit’s impact in areas like imports
and the labour market.” 

Ben Hood, chief executive of
Fourth, said: “Brexit, and the
prevailing uncertainty, is clearly and
understandably weighing on the
sector.”

Trump: Federal

He remains there despite
reports that he failed to make the
shortlist proposed by the civil serv-
ice (which the government can
choose to ignore). Maybe someone
knows something we don’t?

While I can offer no prediction as
to whose name will actually be an-
nounced this autumn, I’d like to
draw your attention back to the orig-
inal longlist because it has some-
thing very interesting to say about
the state of policymaking today and
the role of central banks tomorrow. 

Many of the candidates first
mooted are united by a striking
quality. They are as well – if not bet-
ter – known for work outside of
what is commonly thought to be the
central banker’s main job: manag-
ing interest rates and setting mone-
tary policy. Was that longlist put
together in recognition of growing
concerns about the efficacy of 
current or future monetary policy
in a low-interest rate or globalised
world?

It’s been an exciting time for mon-
etary policy wonks since the finan-
cial crisis. We’ve had a long period
of zero interest rates, the payment
of interest on excess reserves, new
types of market guidance, and both
quantitative easing and tightening.
These experiments have given ana-
lysts a lot of new information, but
their lessons are far from clear. 

Monetary policy quite evidently

did something, but there is consid-
erable debate about how. 

There’s also increasing uncertainty
about the economic phenomena
that monetary policy is mandated to
stabilise. Despite record indicators
of labour market vitality, core infla-
tion has persistently undershot ex-
pectations across the world. Policy
rates have rarely deviated from
those implied by so-called Taylor
rules – the old workhorse models
that represent the trade-off between
inflation and output or employ-
ment. Today, Taylor rules for many
countries suggest that rates should
be higher, yet we see none of the 
typical signs of excessively loose
monetary policy.

CURVE BALL
That may be because we don’t know
what “full employment” or “poten-
tial output” look like
anymore. Or, as ex-
Fed grandees
Charles Plosser
and Janet Yellen
have pointed out,
it may be that
we don’t truly 
understand the
inflation process.  
As un-

appears frequently in the economic
literature. Many of the most famous
economists of the last 80 years have
had something to say on it. 

Essentially, it’s used to describe a
situation in which monetary expan-
sion has no impact on real interest
rates or output because people (who
have a choice) do not want to hold
bonds and debt over cash. This is the
so-called liquidity trap. 

Once interest rates reach zero,
monetary policy arguably becomes
about creating a permanent shift in
expected prices over the long-run.
But this is easier said than done –
just look at Japan.

So, with all this uncertainty about
the mechanics and effectiveness of
monetary policy, is it any wonder
that a number of prominent candi-
dates to take over from governor
Carney have other concerns?

Did that original list tell us that 
tomorrow’s central bankers should
worry less about reactive monetary
easing and tightening, and more
about ensuring stable financial 
institutions through prudential con-
trols and regulation? 

WHO’S LEFT IN THE GAME?
The most likely candidate from 
current Bank staff is Sir Jon Cun-
liffe, deputy governor for financial 
stability. 

Andrew Bailey is the chief execu-
tive of the Financial Conduct 
Authority. 

Sir John Kingman, as former sec-
ond permanent secretary to the
Treasury, led the UK’s 2008 bank
bailouts and was the first chief 
executive of the holding firm for the
government’s bank shareholdings. 

Sharon White is an economist
with stints at the World Bank and
the Treasury on her CV. Currently
heading another regulator Ofcom,
White is set to stand down from her
role around the turn of the year to
chair retail giant John Lewis, mak-
ing her an unlikely successor to
Carney.  

Agustin Carstens, as general man-
ager of the Bank for International
Settlements – the central banks’
central bank – and former central
bank governor for Mexico, may look
more typical, but, again, his priori-
ties have shifted beyond setting 
interest rates. 

In March, he gave a speech enti-
tled “The new role for central
banks”, in which he propounded
the utmost importance of central
banks as independent supervisors
of the whole financial system. 

Similarly, Raghuram Rajan – a
personal favourite who seems to
have ruled himself out – is the for-
mer governor of the Reserve Bank
of India, but as an academic at the
University of Chicago he is most 
concerned with lending and bor-
rowing behaviours before and after 
financial crises. 

Although it may now be thrown
out, the original longlist suggested
that the next governor may eye 
financial regulation even more
strongly. 

With so many question marks
over monetary economics, but-
tressing the financial system
against a shock is more important
than ever.

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employment moves  lower, wages are
supposed to rise as labour gains bar-
gaining power – a relationship re-
ferred to as the Phillips curve.

Domestic monetary policy can
only influence domestic forces, but
goods’ prices have been globalised,
while the prices of non-tradable
services, such as healthcare and in-
surance, appear too idiosyncratic to
respond to interest rates. Brexit has
shown that the UK economic cycle
can still follow a different path to
the global cycle, but it has diverged,
not divorced.

WHERE’S THE FIREPOWER?
Finally, there is uncertainty about

Neal is speaking at the start of a
three-day diversity and inclusion
event for the insurance sector – the
Dive In Festival – which is now in its
fifth year.

Founded by Neal’s predecessor at
Lloyd’s, Inga Beale, its organisers say
it shows that the industry is – if per-
haps belatedly – embracing change.

The festival has now grown to 60
cities across 33 countries worldwide,
with events premiering this year in
Nigeria, Indonesia and Saudi Arabia.

Jason Groves, communications head
at Marsh and chair of the festival, says
that when the festival started five
years ago, the response in the indus-
try was mixed.

“I was handing out to people who
work in the market stickers they
could wear to show they were allies to
their LGBT colleagues. The reaction to
that was very mixed, some people
were responsive, some pretended not

to see it and some were downright
hostile,” he tells City A.M.

Tali Shlomo, people engagement 
director at the Chartered Insurance
Institute, says the festival has helped
foster a more open culture.

“People are starting to feel more
comfortable talking about diversity
and inclusion, and are more comfort-
able recognising the actions and ini-
tiatives we all need to take,” she says.

According to a survey commissioned
by the festival’s organisers, 54 per
cent of respondents cited gender
equality as an issue that the industry
had to focus on, with 47 per cent men-
tioning mental health and 38 per
cent culture and ethnicity.

Jim Bichard, head of insurance at
PwC, says: “Frankly, insurance is not
where it needs to be from a diversity
perspective, if you just look at gender

it’s easy to see that.” 
Last year, the sector’s mean gender

pay gap was 27.7 per cent compared to
a national average of 17.9 per cent.

Shlomo says gender pay gap report-
ing has helped crystallise the problem
and firms are introducing initiatives
to support women in the workplace.

Pauline Miller, head of talent 
development and inclusion at Lloyd’s
says: “[Diversity and inclusion] is not
just a ‘nice to have’ but a commercial
imperative.”

With the eyes of the City on EC3 this
week, it is clear more needs to be done
to deliver long-term change.

Greg Collins, chief executive of
Miller, says: “We still have a number
of people who work in the London
market whose behaviour remains 
unacceptable and we want to root
those people out.”

BANKS with more than $47 trillion
(£37.7 trillion) in assets, or a third of
the global industry, adopted new 
UN-backed “responsible banking”
principles to fight climate change yes-
terday that would shift their loan
books away from fossil fuels.

Deutsche Bank and Barclays were
among 130 banks to join the new
framework on the eve of a United 
Nations summit in New York aimed at
pushing companies and governments
to act quickly to avert catastrophic
global warming.

“These principles mean banks have
to consider the impact of their loans
on society – not just on their portfo-
lio,” Simone Dettling, banking team
lead for the Geneva-based UN Envi-
ronment Finance Initiative, told
Reuters.

Under pressure from investors, reg-
ulators and climate activists, some big
banks have acknowledged the role

HEALTH startup Babylon has suffered
a setback to its expansion plans after
the NHS missed the deadline to
upgrade a key piece of software.

Vasle predicts
further central
bank remedies

GLOBAL economic conditions are
very complicated, and the
European Central Bank (ECB) will
likely have to take more action “in
the coming months, quarters and
years,” ECB governing council
member Bostjan Vasle said in an
interview yesterday. 

He told Radio Slovenia there
were “big uncertainties, risks ahead
of us” which included US economic
policy which he said was destroying
the system of free international
trade, a potentially hard Brexit and
the economic slowdown in China.

There were signs that economic
slowdown would last longer than
the bank had expected at the start
of the year, but “we are not talking
about a fall of economic growth or
a recession”, said Vasle, who also
leads the Bank of Slovenia.

He rejected the idea of
“helicopter money” policy – under
which the central bank would
distribute funds directly to
households – saying: “The actions
of the [European] central bank...
have worked. They eased the
conditions on the financial
markets, increased demand and
price growth.”

TRADING on Egypt’s stock exchange was
suspended yesterday after the EGX 100
dropped five per cent, a fall that analysts
linked to protests which broke out in
Cairo over the weekend.

It was the first suspension for such a
sharp move in prices since 2016, when
Egypt embarked on a three-year 
economic reform programme backed by
the International Monetary Fund, 
devaluing its currency and undertaking
austerity measures.

When trading was suspended shortly
after 10.30am yesterday, Orascom Invest-
ment had fallen by 9.89 per cent, Ezz
Steel sank by 9.91 per cent and Pioneers
had dropped 9.65 per cent.

Orascom Construction fell 8.04 per
cent.

“It is definitely due to the small escala-
tion over the weekend, which is making
investors cautious,” said Ashraf
Akhnoukh, director at Arqaam Capital
in Cairo.

He said sellers were mostly locals and
Arab investors.

Before the latest selloff, Egyptian
stocks had rallied this year on the back
of economic growth and a recent inter-
est rate cut. The benchmark index is up
eight per cent so far this year.

On Friday, hundreds demonstrated in
central Cairo and several other cities
against President Abdel Fattah al-Sisi, 
responding to a call for protests against
government corruption.

VIVENDI is taking steps to widen its
legal battle against Mediaset beyond
Italy, in a move that indicates the
French media group has not
liquidated its stake in the Italian
broadcaster, two sources close to the
matter said.

Canadian PM has taken a hit
after blackface scandal
CANADIAN leader Justin Trudeau returned to the
campaign trail yesterday in his bid for re-election
on 21 October as polls showed his Liberals took a
significant hit with voters after photos emerged
of him in blackface. Trudeau has apologised for
the photos, which jarred with his oft-stated
position that he wants to improve conditions for
minorities in Canada. Before the photos emerged
last week, polls suggested Trudeau would beat
the opposition Conservatives of Andrew Scheer.
Over the weekend the polls shifted and show
Conservatives would now win 35.5 per cent of
the vote and the Liberals 32.9 per cent in
Ontario, the country’s most populous state.

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SOFTBANK’s Vision Fund was
created to disrupt the tech 
sector – and it succeeded.
Launched in 2017, the $100bn
(£80.2bn) investment vehicle is

the world’s largest tech fund, and
made Softbank chief Masayoshi Son
the industry’s biggest investor.

THE UNICORN ‘KINGMAKER’
The gargantuan Vision Fund (VF)
quickly became known for making
bold bets on promising young tech
companies, ploughing billions into so-
called unicorns – privately-owned
startups valued over $1bn. 

“[VF] is essentially a kingmaker in the
realm of unicorns”, New Street analyst
Rolf Bulk tells City A.M..

But now that money is close to run-
ning out. Softbank’s Vision Fund 2
(VF2) was intended to surpass its pred-
ecessor as the world’s largest pool of
tech investment capital. 

When he unveiled VF2 in July, Son
announced $108bn of capital had 
already been committed to the fund by
firms including Apple and 
Microsoft. 

This figure now seems increasingly
uncertain as a string of disappointing
or shelved market listings appear to
have subdued investor interest in VF2. 

Not only does this have the potential
to be a major embarrassment to Soft-
bank, it could also amplify concerns
about Son’s aggressive strategy and the
rationale behind the two Vision Funds. 

SCEPTICS TURN ON SOFTBANK
It has been a challenging year for the
first Vision Fund. Of its six listed invest-
ments, only two – Guardant Health
and 10x Genomics – are trading above
their initial public offering (IPO) price.
Uber, which listed in May, is currently
floundering more than 27.5 per cent
below its IPO price.

Then, of course, there is Wework. Par-
ent firm the We Company postponed
its long-awaited IPO last week after its
plans received a lacklustre 
response from investors. 

The office space giant is expected to
slash the valuation it will seek when it
goes public to under $20bn – less than
half of the $47bn in received in private
fundraising in January. 

Softbank, combined with its Vision
Fund and Delta Fund, is the We
Company’s largest outside share-
holder.

As well as being “embarrassing”
for the Japanese tech giant, these
lacklustre performances are dent-
ing investors’ confidence, City
Index analyst Ken Odeluga tells City
A.M..

“Sentiment has
changed towards Soft-
bank”, he says. “There
is a higher volume of
scepticism and ques-
tions about 
Softbank’s invest-
ment strategy

and investment rationale.”

SUBDUED RESPONSES 
Despite the record-breaking fundrais-
ing figure cited by Son when he first
announced VF2, Softbank has received
a cool response from some of the
biggest VF backers as it tries to
fundraise for its successor. 

Saudi Arabia’s sovereign wealth
fund, the Public Investment Fund (PIF),
was the biggest investor in the original
VF, pledging $45bn. 

The Wall Street Journal reported that
PIF is planning to invest a smaller sum
in VF2, while Bloomberg reported it is
now only planning to reinvest profits
from the first fund into its successor. 

Another big contributor to VF, Abu
Dhabi’s Mubadala Investment, may in-
vest less than $10bn in VF2, according
to Bloomberg. Mubadala invested
$15bn in the original fund. 

The Wall Street Journal reported last
month that the $108bn figure quoted
by Son included contributions from
potential investors that were not yet
listed in the company’s statements,
casting further doubt over the solidity
of the figure. 

A ‘MORE MODEST’ VF2
“I don’t think that momentum 
towards a second entity has slowed suf-
ficiently to actually take [VF2] off the
cards,” says Odeluga, “but I do think
it’s going to be somewhat more mod-
est than has been mooted so far.”

The recent succession of disappoint-
ing IPOs has led to investors becom-
ming “more demanding” over listing
conditions “in a way that was 
unthinkable” even a couple of years
ago, he adds. 

But despite these cultural shifts,
many remain certain that there is still
justification for the bold strategy that
underpins the Vision Funds. 

“The rationale behind VF is still that
Softbank invests in companies that are
transforming industries and that are
clear winners in their respective mar-
ket segments. That has not changed,”
says Bulk. 

“The fact that we see the valuations
reversing or at least contracting is not
a positive, but the case for VF is still
there,” he adds. 

Although a fund that is smaller
than its predecessor could be

considered an embarrass-
ment to Softbank, VF2 is still
likely to dwarf most other
tech funds. 

The success of VF2 ulti-
mately will depend on

whether Softbank
can explain its un-
derlying rationale

to investors in a
compelling way,

and whether
Son can per-

suade them
to sub-
scribe to
his vision –
again – re-

mains to be
seen.

LOOK OUT FOR THE NEXT CATEGORY: INSURANCE COMPANY OF THE YEAR

LYDIA YARLOTT 
Junior doctor Lydia Yarlott was so frustrated with
using archaic technology like pagers to communicate
with colleagues on hospital wards that she decided
to build her own secure, compliant messaging
service for doctors. In just three years, her tech
company Forward Health has secured partnerships
with 10 NHS Trusts, including two in London, and the
service is currently being used by 10,000 staff, saving
each doctor between 30 to 60 minutes a day, which is
time they can spend with patients. Forward Health
has been expanding in 2019 after securing £3m in
seed funding towards the end of last year. 

DAVID BREAR
Brear is the founder of fintech consultancy 11:FS, an
adviser to major banks and financial institutions on
how to use the power of fintech for innovation. The
company has rapidly expanded out of its
Shoreditch home in the last year, recently starting a
bank-building unit backed by Norwegian lender
DNB. Clients include NatWest, for which 11:FS built
Mettle, an app for small businesses due to launch
later this year. 11:FS is also home to one of the
world's most listened-to financial podcasts, Fintech
Insider News, which has legions of fans in more
than 180 countries.

CHARLES DELINGPOLE 
One of the original founders of fintech starlet
MarketInvoice, Delingpole has an eye for tech
ventures. His newest startup ComplyAdvantage
raised $30m this year from venture capital giants
Index and Balderton, previous backers of Facebook,
Slack and Just Eat. The fintech boom has driven
demand for ComplyAdvantage’s compliance and
anti-money laundering services, delivering three-
figure sales growth and plans for rapid global
expansion.

ROMI SAVOVA
Former investment banker Romi Savova quit the
industry five years ago to launch PensionBee, which
now boasts half a billion pounds in assets under
management and nearly 30,000 live accounts.
Savova’s revolutionary attitude to the sector is
manifested not just through her company but in a
vociferous approach to regulators and the industry at
large; this year she has ramped up her campaign to
ban exit fees and hit out at complacent plans to lower
occupational transfer times. “Much of the pensions
industry maintains a customer experience better
suited to the 19th century,” Savova says.

SIR JIM RATCLIFFE
His vision for the production of a new 4x4 in Wales
could be a much-needed shot in the arm for
manufacturing in the region, but his support for Brexit
as well as a UK shale industry has triggered left-wing
critics. Amid the controversies he’s posted half-a-
billion-pound profits according to Ineos’ latest
accounts. His company took over the sponsorship of
Team Sky this year, with Team Ineos storming to
victory at this summer’s Tour de France. He’s currently
overseeing more than £1bn on UK projects and has
become of Britain’s most impressive entrepreneurs.

The delegates, who had been set to
visit US farm states next week, will
return to China sooner than originally
scheduled, the Montana Farm Bureau
said.

There’s nothing the brokers over at Peel Hunt love more than an unscheduled
trading update, so you can image their excitement when Keller sprung some
surprise financials on the City last week. The news was less positive for chief
executive Alain Michaelis, however, who is stepping down by mutual agreement.
Drilling down into the figures, Peel Hunt said the geotechnical contractor’s first-half
US trading was sluggish, but looked forward to some large contracts later in the year.
The brokers maintained their “add” rating, with a reduced target price of 790p.

It’s time for Learning Technologies Group (LTC) to get real. Earlier this year brokers at
Canaccord Genuity championed the software firm, saying its organic growth was
undervalued. The market evidently learned its lesson, and the company’s shares
have since rallied.

This is one part of the picture – and 
an area where the UK significantly lags
other economies, with a robot density 
per 10,000 employees of only 71 units,
compared to Germany’s 309 and 
Japan’s 303. 

But automation goes far beyond this. It
extends to the sophisticated pieces of
software that work behind the scenes
processing our tax returns, powering
customer service chatbots, and even
helping doctors diagnose disease.

Automation, in all its forms, offers UK
business an incredible opportunity to
catalyse productivity and improve the
lives of employees – ultimately allowing us
to produce more for less. 

PwC predicts that artificial intelligence
and robotics have the potential to
contribute up to $15 trillion to global GDP
by 2030. Meanwhile, freeing up employees
to focus on valuable activities like
innovation, customer service, and
leadership improves job satisfaction,
boosts wages, and may even help bring
down the state pension age, according to
the Trades Union Congress. 

Like many other nations, the UK is
facing a shrinking workforce and a
bulging retirement population. In
countries like Japan, where this
demographic shift is already beginning to
bite, automation is seen as an essential
solution to an economic challenge – not
something to be feared. 

The prevailing narrative on automation
in the UK has for too long been driven by
fear rather than opportunity.  Isn’t it time
to embrace the potential for automation
to unleash human potential, boost
productivity and improve lives?

Don’t fear the
rise of the robot

NOT TOO hot, and not too
cold. It’s time for the three
bears to move over and
take the porridge with
them, because the temper-

ature of the UK economy points to
a Goldilocks moment arriving just
in the nick of time. 

A low-inflation fairy tale has come
to the aid of a nation grappling
with a grim Brexit nightmare. 

The Office for National Statistics re-
ported last week that inflation fell to
1.7 per cent in August, down from
2.1 per cent in July. It is the lowest
rate of inflation since late 2016. 

Ian Stewart, chief economist at
Deloitte, said that “sharply lower
inflation is great news for the UK
economy”. It’s proof that, despite
all of the uncertainty of the last
three years, the UK economy has
been the gift that has resolutely
kept on giving.  

It’s not missed on many in busi-
ness that if the UK wasn’t facing
the political turmoil of Brexit, the
economy would be flying, with in-
flation under control, interest rates
at historic lows, and employment
at historic highs. 

But the “what ifs” are conjecture,
while the “what next” will have
enormous consequences for the
livelihoods of people and the for-
tunes of business. And whether you
see Brexit as the ultimate shot in
the foot or the heroic shot on goal,
one thing is for certain: we all need
to be ready for change. 

Given the daily diet of doom,
you’d be forgiven for believing that
we were deep in the transition into
Brexit Britain. But right now, we
haven’t even begun day one of life

outside of the European Union.
We simply don’t know what it
means, and that makes it difficult
to prepare for. 

In an attempt to address this, the
government has launched the most
expensive public advertising cam-
paign since the Second World War,
aimed at convincing businesses to
fill the economic sandbags and
shine the commercial searchlights
on global trade.  

Since its launch in early Septem-
ber, “Get ready for Brexit” has been
the advertising message donning
billboards and broadsheets alike.
But are we listening? The govern-
ment’s own research shows that
only 50 per cent of Britons think
it’s likely the UK will even leave on
31 October. 

If you only half believe in some-
thing, it begs the question how
likely are you to prepare? And for
the government, this is more than
a moot point. It needs businesses to
address Brexit readiness with a
sense of urgency for a commercial
world that might feel very differ-
ent, very quickly.  

Instead, the business world ap-
pears to be despairing, despondent,
dismissing of the mixed political
signals, and wishing that it would
all go away – something that the
Bank of England euphemistically
describes as the impact of “Brexit-
related uncertainties”.  The cost of
not being prepared could be a rap-
idly slowing economy. But that has-
n’t happened yet. 

For this reason, politics is no
longer somewhere else, it is at the
heart of the boardroom – and if
you’re in business, you need to

wake up to the fact. It’s volatile, un-
certain, and catching many off
guard. And as much as you might
yearn for personal certainty, you
can’t hide from the consequences of
this type of all-encompassing emo-
tional change. 

But if you visit gov.uk, you’ll see
none of this. The questions on
Brexit preparations appear disarm-
ingly rational and reasonable: do
you export to the EU, employ its na-

tionals, or hold its data? Of course,
the answers to these queries might
lead to some of the organisational
changes that are needed, but what
they don’t prepare businesses for is
the shift in mindset required to
master the unknown.

After all, fortune favours the pre-
pared mind. And while much has
been done to dismiss positivity
within political circles this sum-
mer, business in general (and entre-
preneurs in particular) know just
how important mindset is in over-
coming challenges. 

In spite of all of the turmoil, the
UK and its reputation for great busi-
ness continues to flourish. For the
most part – and despite the head-
lines – we have won through as a
high-functioning economy and the
most successful destination for in-
ward investment in Europe. 

But things change, and with it the
reputation of nations rise and fall.
It was the US investor Warren Buf-
fet who said “It takes 20 years to
build a reputation and five minutes
to destroy it.” 

Our reputation could be undone
if the world sees us as unprepared
for the very changes that many
asked for. 

And as last week’s €5bn tech in-
vestment announcement by the
French government shows, many
want what Britain has. In this case,
our mantle as Europe’s tech leader.

As the three bears might tell you,
“Someone’s been eating my por-
ridge” is never a happy refrain.

THE “challenger” moniker
has been given to a new
generation of financial
brands because they are
disrupting the status quo

set by the financial institutions of
the past. 

But it may be that the speed at
which these tech-focused firms are
expanding will leave them open to
significant risk in the near future.

In fact, we are finding that a num-
ber of UK challenger firms are
growing or expanding their opera-
tional footprint at a rate that out-
strips their current insurance
policies. As a result, they are left ex-
posed to issues such as new sources
of criminal activity.

It’s a potential ticking time bomb
that could undermine the reputa-
tion that these challengers have
built for delivering innovative and
seamless financial products and
services to customers.

Many fintechs and challenger
brands that are growing beyond

startup status still have off-the-shelf
insurance policies that are no
longer fit for purpose. 

The language of their basic poli-
cies may have been adequate when
a small team was developing the
proposition, but now that they are
taking part in more complex finan-
cial activities for thousands of peo-
ple, the policies fail to match up. 

This is a concern where chal-
lengers are growing at break-neck
speeds and have gone to market
without first mitigating their busi-
ness risks. 

The problem is that the product
or service a challenger brand is
providing is so new that an insurer
may not readily understand what
future risks the business is ex-
posed to. In the past, the risk for fi-
nancial institutions was black and
white – bank robbery or giving bad
advice to a fee-paying client are
easier risks to understand. 

But the business models of
today’s challengers are more nu-

anced. They rarely hold physical as-
sets, and their fees may be garnered
through services that go beyond tra-
ditional transactional activities.

Risks have to be fully defined and
addressed to ensure that, if some-
thing goes wrong, all bases are cov-
ered. This takes time and dedication
on the part of the challenger brand
and the insurer, but it’s necessary. 

To compete with established fi-
nancial firms whose brands carry
a high level of trust with con-
sumers, challengers have to ensure
that their brands are as or even
more trusted – brand equity is the 
make-or-break factor in finance. 

But a lack of adequate insurance
cover means the reputation of chal-
lenger brands is hanging in the bal-
ance. We have seen instances where,
if the challenger had faced losses as
a result of a sophisticated digital
crime, for example, they would have
not been insured, and their business
and client loyalty may well have
been in peril. 

As the financial regulators wrestle
with how to police our evolving fi-
nancial sector, they will undoubt-
edly begin to take a closer look at
how well challengers are mitigating
their own risks. 

Too many challengers are putting
insurance at the bottom of the list –
it becomes a last priority as they
rapidly expand. But that has to
change for the good of the sector. 

There are many hurdles ahead for
challenger brands – but being fully
insured shouldn’t be one of them.

Fintechs are moving at such break-neck
speeds that they can’t mitigate the risks

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THE UK’s foreign exchange
market is the backbone of in-
ternational trade and invest-
ing. It is vital to support
exports and imports, which

in turn give Britain access to re-
sources. Without the ability to trade
in different currencies, the UK’s
prospects would be limited, and eco-
nomic growth would suffer. 

A recent survey by the Bank for Inter-
national Settlements – the central
bankers’ bank – showed that forex
trading has grown in London by 30 per
cent in the three years since the Brexit
vote. London is the global hub of forex,
with 43 per cent market share com-
pared to 17 per cent in the US.

That reputation is in the spotlight
this week, as today is the first day of
the Sibos conference, which brings to-
gether 8,000 people working in finan-
cial services from around the world.
This year, for the first time in the
event’s history, it is being held in Lon-
don and will act as a conduit for those
in foreign exchange to drive innova-
tion in finance.

Algorithmic (automated) forex trad-
ing is the fastest-growing part of the
forex sector, increasing in adoption by
41 per cent from the first quarter of
2018 to the second quarter of 2019,
based on the activity of Refinitiv
clients on our FXall trading platform.
This type of trading is now popular
not just with asset managers but also
corporate treasurers. 

It is increasingly popular in foreign
exchange because computers can
analyse and act on vast amounts of
data far faster than any human. And
as we approach the planned Brexit
date of 31 October, such trading will

become even more significant as
traders seek to capitalise on – or
hedge against – a continuation of the
wild swings in sterling that we have
witnessed over the past three years.

Algorithmic trading strategies also
have the ability to monitor the news
and respond to political events. Fol-
lowing the Brexit referendum, ster-
ling has generally fallen when a hard
Brexit has appeared more likely, and
risen when this prospect has seemed
to fade. So for instance, since the par-
liamentary vote to block Boris John-
son’s plan to leave the EU on 31
October, the pound has risen two per
cent against the US Dollar, hitting a
nine week high. 

Volatility in the pound has become
so sensitive that even Dominic Raab
giving a thumbs up gesture to re-
porters after a meeting when he was
Brexit minister prompted a spike in
sterling last November. Trading vol-

umes in sterling have jumped after
political votes and events.

The surge in adoption of algorith-
mic trading shows that it has ce-
mented itself as a key option for the
buy-side, alongside more traditional
manual methods of buying and sell-
ing. While questions have been raised
around whether this type of trading
contributes to market volatility, many
self-imposed trading breaks are now
in place to ensure orderly markets.
For example, traders can now pause
trades mid-flow, giving them more
control over execution while they
monitor market conditions and
amend the algorithm’s trading pa-
rameters if needed.

But while electronic trading in forex
has more than doubled since 2007, it
is still far less prevalent than in cash
equities and futures. The market con-
tinues to grow, and it is moving to-
wards electronic trading backed by
high-quality market data and sophis-
ticated tools for execution workflow,
analytics, and reporting. 

The UK’s competitive advantage in
foreign exchange is an important part
of the financial services industry,
which accounts for 10 per cent of the
UK’s total economic output and em-
ploys 2.3m people – two thirds of
whom work outside of London. 

The sector pays more tax than any
other, exports more than any other,
and generates a trade surplus almost
as large as all other net exporting in-
dustries combined. So we should sup-
port all efforts to promote London’s
role as a systemically important centre
for safe and vibrant forex activity.

The railways continue to cause
considerable frustration to the
travelling public. 

According to Office of Rail and Road
data, only 63 per cent of trains in the
UK were on time in 2017-18, and one in
six trains arrived more than three
minutes late. For this privilege,
taxpayers paid a net subsidy of 
£3.8bn to the railway industry over the
same period.

The Williams Rail Review into the
structure and operation of Britain’s
railways is welcome. However, the idea
supposedly being considered – and
recently floated by the secretary of
state – that there could be “bonuses”
to reward those running the railways
for doing what they’re supposed 

to be doing anyway is somewhat
Python-esque in its absurdity. 

This proposal will surely, swiftly be
identified as a non-starter (politically,
morally, and economically) and
consigned to the dustbin of
rejected ideas. Williams and Shapps
need to think a bit harder about
solutions to the current railway malady.

Should rail firms be rewarded for
running trains on schedule, as
suggested by Grant Shapps?
Should rail companies be rewarded for
running trains on time? Transport
secretary Grant Shapps isn’t just
offering incentives for operators to
deliver an agreed service, but
repercussions if they fail. 

If big rail monopolies commit to a
service and fail to deliver it, passengers
will think that it’s right to expect
ramifications except in the most
extreme circumstances. 

Although privatisation has more than
doubled the number of rail journeys
and massively increased capacity,
consumers still feel that the system
isn’t quite working for them. 

The issue is a lack of competition. 
As it stands, monopolies are allowed

to ride roughshod over consumers with

no fear for their bottom line. Just as air
routes have competition, so should our
railways. This would push prices lower,
while giving passengers a better service. 

This may well be in the offing with the
rail review due this autumn. In the
meantime, introducing incentives to
operators to improve their service is a
good step forward.

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The British government should
not go into Brexit negotia-
tions with the EU unless a no-
deal outcome is kept as an
option. 

Disregarding the rights and wrongs
of Brexit, the spread of votes in the
June 2016 referendum and the ensuing
political shambles, the very basics of
any talks aimed at an agreement must
ensure that the negotiating team go in
fully armed. This would mean they in-
clude every outcome – including the
ability to walk away. 

To back this up, one has only to look
at A-level economics and the concept
of game theory. 

Game theory is concerned with the
strategic analysis of competitive posi-
tioning between two or more parties.
It is a branch of mathematics that has
been used successfully in preparation
for political and business negotiations,
and even war. Economists that pro-
mote game theory believe that it can
provide the basis of a successful nego-
tiation, as the theory assumes that
each party will be rational and strive to
achieve the best possible outcome.

In the context of Brexit, game theory
is the study of the behaviour of the
party that you are going to negotiate
with. It would involve preparing your
position with countermeasures. So, if
you understand that Brexit leaves both
sides at a disadvantage, then it is up to
each party to negotiate the best possi-
ble outcome as they see it, without sur-
rendering too much. 

The classic game theory set up is the
prisoners’ dilemma. Two prisoners are
kept separately, after committing a
crime together. Neither knows what
the other is thinking as they sweat it
out behind bars. Depending on what
each prisoner says, or chooses not to
say, it could end up in any one of three
possible outcomes. First, one could in-
form on the other – ending up in their
immediate release at the expense of
the other’s incarceration for a consid-

erable period of time. Second, neither
of the prisoners say anything, meaning
they both will spend a small amount
of time in prison. And finally, they
both incriminate each other, each ends
up spending a long time inside. 

While this goes some way to illustrate
possible outcomes, the analogy does
not fit with the efforts by Boris John-
son to try to push the EU into agreeing
a new deal by the deadline of 31 Octo-
ber. So, we need to look elsewhere for
an example that better illustrates the
need for the no-deal outcome to be
part of the negotiators options to try
and achieve an eleventh-hour agree-

ment. 
Here, the idea of two speeding cars

approaching on a narrow piece of road
with ditches on either side works well.
Both see each other coming at speed,
but neither is willing to stop. They each
expect the other to slow down and
move aside to allow the other to speed
on past. Again, there are three possible
outcomes. First, if neither stops (or at
least slows down) there will be a
calamitous crash sending both parties
off the road with dire consequences for
each. Second, one car could stop well
in advance and allow the other a safe
and speedy passage. And finally, both

cars could slow down, ensuring each
pass safely and that there are no casu-
alties. 

If the EU knows that the UK is going
into the negotiations without a no-deal
outcome, the EU car can safely drive on
at speed. The EU knows that the car
driven by the UK Brexit negotiators,
will steer into the ditch and allow the
EU car to pass without changing
course. If, however, the EU thinks that
there is a chance that the UK – with its
no-deal option in the boot – will carry
on driving regardless, the chances are
that at the last moment the EU will
slow down to avoid a crash. In other

words, open last-minute negotiations
to achieve a deal.  

There are very few people who, given
the evidence, would wish for either
the UK to walk away from Europe, or
for Europe to insist on a no-deal out-
come. Given the increasingly parlous
state of the EU economy, the UK nego-
tiators should take a deep breath and
go for it. They might just come out the
other side with an arrangement in
place that would allow Brexit to hap-
pen. One should also bear in mind
that this is only the first stage and
only once this is agreed can the real
work begin.
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UBER has an image problem.
The ride-hailing app’s popu-
larity has declined on com-
plaints that its drivers are
contributing to congestion

and pollution on London’s streets.
Uber took a big PR hit last year when

Transport for London (TfL) took away
its operating licence due to issues with
the company’s approach to safety and
regulation. The authority described
Uber as not “fit and proper” to hold a
licence. Uber has appealed TfL’s deci-
sion and was granted a probationary li-
cence, but this runs out soon.

And while the company still domi-
nates London’s ride-hailing market,
this spate of woes has allowed com-
petitors to rise up against it as con-
sumers look for alternatives.

One such rival, Bolt, claims that
300,000 Londoners have signed up to
its service since launching over the
summer. Another competitor, Kapten,
has also seen positive numbers, adver-
tising that around 20,000 drivers have
joined its network since it launched in
the UK in May. 

“The launch has been really good,
way above our expectations,” says Mar-
iusz Zabrocki, the UK general manager
of Kapten. “When we received the li-
cence from TfL, just one hour later we
started testing our app with 3,000 driv-
ers and thousands of customers. Five
and a half days later we opened it up
to the public, and in the second week-
end of operation, we were the most
downloaded app in the UK. The week
after that we had more rides than our
home market of Paris.”

Unlike Uber, which originated in the
US, Kapten is a European company. It
was founded in France in 2012, and
was later acquired by the German au-
tomakers Daimler and BMW. It cur-
rently operates in the UK, France,
Portugal and Switzerland, and plans to
expand to 15 European cities and reach
10m users by 2020.

But how has it achieved this growth
against Uber’s hegemony? Zabrocki
puts it down to two elements. First is
the cost: Kapten claims its fares are on
average 21 per cent cheaper than
Uber’s. It has also made extensive use
of discounting to attract customers:
users who signed up during the launch
got a free ride and 50 per cent off fares,
and the company regularly emails out
codes for 30 per cent discounts.

“We also have a loyalty programme,”
he adds. “If you keep using Kapten, you
get different benefits, including free
rides and boosted referral bonuses, so
we try to reward loyal customers.”  

This strategy of using consumer pro-
motions is a classic way to attract cus-
tomers, but surely there’s a limit to it,
as Kapten can’t discount its costs for-
ever – the pockets of Daimler and
BMW are only so deep – so what’s the
other element to the company’s ap-
peal? Marketing, says Zabrocki.

“We took on Uber quite directly with

our launch ad campaign: we had a bill-
board at Leicester Square that said
‘others avoid paying VAT in the UK –
that’s not uber cool’,” he recalls. 

“That generated a lot of traction. We
had around 100 pieces of coverage in
the media at the time.”

Uber is currently being investigated
by HMRC over allegations that it owes
around £1bn in unpaid VAT. The com-
pany defends itself by arguing that it is
just a middleman between its self-
employed drivers and passengers, and

so it does not have to pay VAT on fares.
Regardless, by drawing attention to

this controversial issue, Kapten’s mar-
keting differentiated itself in a crowded
space. It also helps position the brand
as the “ethical choice” in the ride-
hailing market, according to Zabrocki.

“Choosing Kapten is a good choice
from the ethical perspective,” he ar-
gues. “We pay taxes locally and con-
tribute to local economies. When you
look at our main competitors, they’re
usually registered somewhere like The

Netherlands, meaning they pay no
VAT on their commission or service
charge, so there’s no money going to
the exchequer. In our case, we’re reg-
istered in every market in which we
operate, which means that the local
economy gets a share of our profits.” 

As well as this, Kapten is also trying
to combat complaints about ride-
hailing service adding to pollution. For
instance, it is encouraging drivers to
switch to greener electric or hybrid
cars by paying them a £10.50 bonus

each day they use a zero-emission vehi-
cle. It also plans to add an option to the
app so that customers can choose to be
picked up by an eco-friendly vehicle.

Zabrocki was also very supportive of
London mayor Sadiq Khan’s Car Free
Day, which took place yesterday and
saw around 50 streets – roughly 12
miles of road – closed to cars. Kapten
advised drivers and customers to avoid
London, and Zabrocki adds that the day
was a good way to raise awareness
about not needing to own a car, partly
to clear the city’s overcrowded streets.

“It’s a great initiative. Car Free Day is
making people aware that they don’t
need to own a car if they live in Lon-
don. I mean you really don’t – it’s really
hard to park, the streets are already
quite congested,” he says. 

“People should switch to public trans-
port. And if there’s insufficient trans-
port, use Kapten or other apps. What’s
the point of owning a car if you only
use it five per cent of the year? It
doesn’t make sense.”

Of course, encouraging people to
ditch their cars is a sound marketing
message from a ride-hailing company
– if people don’t own cars, then they’ll
need to use services like Kapten, espe-

TELEVISION consumption habits

have undergone a revolutionary
shift. It started with the arrival

of players like Netflix, and a decade
later, it’s rapidly accelerating as new
platforms like Amazon Prime Video
and BritBox enter the space. 

These new entrants are being
spurred by consumer demand – 63
per cent of UK consumers stream
today, with the average user
subscribing to at least two services.
In fact, millennials watch nearly
twice as much streaming content as
live television, and one in four of all

UK consumers report that they don’t
watch live television.

With so many players joining the
fray, BBC director general Tony Hall
has been vocal about the opportunity
this poses to offer a better service. But
it’s not just broadcasters like the BBC
who should be searching for
opportunity amidst change –
advertisers could see benefits too.

So what should advertisers be
looking for? To date, the streaming
wars have focused on the user
experience: how to offer the best
combination of content, access,

personalisation, and value. There is a
lot of overlap however, and in this
crowded, somewhat undifferentiated
landscape of providers, it’s
increasingly hard for consumers to
identify the best option.  

But one point of differentiation not
often discussed is the business model.

The BBC relies on its licence fee for
revenue, while its many challengers
use a subscription model. But there is
a real need for a third, ad-supported
model. Advertising can give
consumers access to content without
impacting their wallets, giving them

the opportunity to try new services
without committing to a subscription. 

Such a system would be ideal for
marketers. Streaming offers an
improved way to reach consumers
who’ve stopped watching live TV
with the kind of meaningful and
effective advertising that is only
available in a connected, logged-in
streaming environment.   

Streaming ads can combine the
storytelling of a traditional 
30-second TV ad with the targeting
and relevance of digital advertising.
And when done right – in a privacy

compliant way – consumers say they
prefer it. In fact, a majority of UK
streamers report having been so
engaged by an ad they watched on a
streaming platform that they paused
their content to learn more or
purchase the product on the spot. 

So as the streaming wars rumble
on, the advertising industry should
keep a close watch – the opportunities
that arise will reach much further
than currently thought.

Looking ahead, Zabrocki says the firm
wants to focus on the human side of the
industry. This again puts it in contrast
to the rest of the market, where the ul-
timate goal seems to be replacing
human drivers with self-driving cars
powered by years of app-collected data.

“The whole market is moving in the
direction of automation and removing
the human part from the industry. I
think there is a place for humans. This
is something that we want to focus on
in our communications,” he adds.

Kapten is taking a different tack in
the competition with Uber, and seems
to be holding its own. But while its mar-
keting message is that it’s the ethical,
environmental choice, I wonder how
many customers are being driven by
this, versus the simple economic ap-
peal of its discounting strategy. 

Either way, more competition in the
cab market can only be good for the
consumer – otherwise we’d be left
with an Uber monopoly.
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ROADMAP TO SHARED OWNERSHIP
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HOW IT WORKS
Eloise Robins, head of shared ownership sales at JLL, 
gives her guide to buying a home with shared ownership

1. FIND YOUR HOME

First of all, check you are eligible
for the shared ownership
scheme by speaking to an
independent financial advisor. 

After that, you can start to look
for shared ownership properties
in your area by searching on
online portals such as Share To
Buy, Rightmove and the JLL
Residential website. Most
housing associations and selling
agents will register your details
in order to suggest properties
and arrange viewings.

4. ARRANGE A MORTGAGE

Now you know what share you are buying and
how much rent you will need to pay, you can
consider your mortgage options. There are
now more than 20 mortgage products on offer
for shared ownership purchasers, so be sure to
shop around. A mortgage advisor can help you
do this, or you can go directly to a bank.

TOP TIP:
£Make it clear that you’re purchasing with
the shared ownership scheme, as there may
be different financial criteria.

6. EXCHANGING CONTRACTS

Exchanging contracts means you are legally
bound to buy the property, and the housing
provider is legally bound to sell it to you. At this
point you will have to pay between five per
cent and ten per cent of the share value to
secure the purchase. 

You will also find out your completion date
once you have exchanged contracts. 

TOP TIP:
£This step usually occurs 28 days after the
point of reservation.

3. MAKE YOUR OFFER

Once you have passed the financial interview, you can
make a reservation on your home. This usually
involves a fee of between £250 and £500, but this can
vary depending on the housing provider. 

Once the offer is accepted, this reservation fee will be
taken off the asking price (which is payable upon
completion) or be credited to the rental account upon
completion. 

TOP TIP:
£Ask the salesperson for clarification on when and
how you will recoup your reservation fee.

7. COMPLETION

Upon completion, your mortgage funds will be drawn and
you’ll have transferred all monies to the housing provider’s
solicitor. You’ll also need to set up a direct debit for both the
monthly rental repayments on the share you don’t own, and
any service charges.

Congratulations! You have the keys and can now move into
your new home.

5. LEGAL AND VALUATION

You will need to appoint a solicitor, who along with your sales
agent will guide you through the legal and valuation process.
It is a good idea to find someone who has experience dealing
with shared ownership transactions.  

They will be able to explain the service charge and any
restrictions on staircasing – the process of buying a bigger
share – which are outlined in the property’s lease. 

TOP TIP:
£The mortgage valuation is generally arranged directly with
the sales agent, who gives valuers access to the property.

2. FINANCIAL INTERVIEW

Once you have decided on a property that is
right for you, you’ll be required to have a full
financial assessment with the housing
provider. This is one of the differences
between shared ownership and purchasing a
home outright. It is intended to ensure you
can afford to buy the property, including
making mortgage repayments and paying the
rent on the share you don’t own. 

This assessment will also enable an
independent financial advisor to confirm the
percentage share you can purchase, as well as
the exact amount of rent repayable on the
unowned share.

TOP TIP:
£To reduce your monthly rent payments, it’s
best to buy the biggest proportion of the
property that you can afford.
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WHO IS ELIGIBLE FOR 
SHARED OWNERSHIP?
To be eligible for shared ownership, you must
either be a first time buyer or you must not
currently own a property. Purchasers must be
over 18 years old and have an annual
household income of less than £90,000 to buy
in London (or under £80,000 outside of
London). Schemes may have specific criteria,
such as giving priority to those who already
live or work in the borough, so for full
eligibility you should check with the
housing association.

you please, you should always consult the
terms of your lease before undergoing any
major home improvement projects. Any home
improvements, maintenance, or repairs will be
your responsibility. However, your housing
provider is responsible for maintaining any
communal areas - for which you will usually
pay a service charge.

The legal side of buying a home can be
daunting, especially for first-time
buyers – but property solicitors and

conveyancers are available to help. Here
are some tips for making sure you get solid
legal advice, and have a good
understanding of the terms of your lease. 

HOW DO I FIND GOOD ADVICE?
Most housing associations and shared
ownership brokers will have a panel of
property solicitors or conveyancers they
recommend you use if you want to buy or
sell a shared ownership property. You
aren't obliged to use the ones they
recommend, but they will generally be
firms known to have a history of dealing
with shared ownership homes and will
have full knowledge of the process. 

WHAT SHOULD I LOOK FOR
IN MY LEASEHOLD
AGREEMENT?
You will want to check the
following with your legal adviser:

£Are there any restrictions that
would prevent you staircasing
to the full 100 per cent?
£What size share can you buy
at a time – is there a
maximum and
minimum amount?
£Does the service
charge you are
paying cover all the
costs you may pay
(for example,

therefore cheaper share. They are not obliged
to do this, but it is an option to ask about to
avoid losing your home. 

For some mortgage products you can
request that the mortgage lender covers the
rent payments for a temporary period if you
have a genuine reduction in income. For
example, a period of sickness after which you
expect to return to work. 

If the housing association sought to take
possession proceedings under the Housing
Act 1988, it must give the mortgage lender at
least 28 days' written notice. This can allow
the lender time to arrange a solution with
you and the housing association.

End actor Chris buy a place of 
his own in his beloved Islington 

Twenty-nine year old
actor Chris Leask says
that shared ownership
was the “only way” he
was ever going to be

able to buy his own place in
London.

Chris, who is currently playing
‘Everyone Else’ in The Comedy
About The Bank Robbery at the
Criterion Theatre in London’s
West End, says that as a single,
self-employed actor, he felt that
his chances of being approved
for a mortgage on a full-owner-
ship property were slim – even
though he had the money for a
deposit. 

“[There was] no way I would
have got a mortgage on a flat,
even though I was really lucky
to have a large deposit to put
down,” he explains. 

Chris applied for a two-bed-
room apartment in Packington
Square, a Hyde New Homes de-
velopment in Islington, in May
of this year.

many different bars and restau-
rants,” he says.

“I’ve also found a few new things
since I’ve moved in; for example
there is an annual canal festival or-
ganised by the local community,
which I didn’t know about, and I’ve
discovered some parks that are
lovely too.” Being in zone one also

As a senior reporter for one of

means that it is easy and cost-ef-
fective for him to get to work in
the West End. “I walk down the
canal every day to go to work,
which is great,” he adds. 

Chris says that the support he
received from Hyde New Homes
throughout the buying process
was invaluable as a first-time
buyer.

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and set up a separate account for my
savings that I just never touched,” she
explains. However, she doesn’t recom-
mend that young people saving for a
deposit cut out all of the things they
enjoy in life.

“I would never advise anyone to stop
going out or stop going on holiday be-
cause everyone wants to live, but just
prioritise what you want,” AJ says. 

Ultimately, AJ was able to afford a

three-bed home with a garden – some-
thing she had previously thought was
out of her reach. “It’s everything that
everyone said I couldn't have,” she
says. 

“I feel this huge sense of pride and
achievement that, yes I am self-em-
ployed and from a working-class back-
ground, but I have managed to save
and get on the property ladder, in the
area that I wanted in London and in

the style of property that I wanted.” 
It is a world away from the places she

lived as a renter in her early twenties.
“I lived in a place with no central heat-
ing, I lived in a place where we had no
hot water for ages, I lived in places
that were riddled with mice and ants,”
she says.

Ultimately, AJ wants to tell young
renters that it’s worth exploring their
options when it comes to home own-

ership – even if they don’t think they
can afford it just yet. 

“I think a lot of people put them-
selves off from even enquiring about
getting on the property ladder be-
cause they just assume that they don't
have the capital,” she says.

“Don't see it as a thing that you
should look to do when you're 30 or 40
or whenever,” she says. “Just have a
look.”

MY JOURNEY TO BUYING A HOME
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OFFICE POLITICS

LAST Friday, adults joined
forces with students to inspire
a call to action on the Earth’s
climate and ecological emer-
gencies. More than a thousand

Amazon employees planned a walk-
out, and we saw the Trade Union
Congress urge their members to sup-
port climate strikers.

Regardless of what you think of peo-
ple taking time off work to strike
against climate change, they have
flung our planetary emergency right
onto centre stage. 

However, the opportunity for real
change will be lost if businesses don’t
move away from grand purpose state-
ments towards activism, because only
then can we drive systemic change
that has a lasting impact.

With the threat of global warming looming
large over us all, it’s time for real activism

Our Responsible Business Tracker
findings showed that 86 per cent of
companies have stated their purpose,
but as little as 17 per cent have a plan
to make sure that it’s practised at
every level of the organisation. 

This isn’t good enough, and we
won’t see the change we need unless
everyone acknowledges their role in
preventing climate change.

Greta Thunberg woke us up to the
fact that our house is on fire, but how
many leaders have acknowledged that
this means their business is also
going up in flames? 

We have a deadline of 10 years to at
least halve carbon emissions, which
may feel like a long time, but in real-
ity, it is just two or three business
planning cycles. The challenge can
seem insurmountable, but by taking
steps to move from purpose to ac-
tivism, we have a real chance to meet
that 10-year deadline.

Business activism does not mean
having to stand on a soap box and
shout for change. It means using a
company’s scale and reach to solve so-
cietal and environmental problems. 

As a start, businesses can be support-

ive of employees wanting to take part
in strikes by allowing them to take a
day’s annual leave if possible, giving
them the opportunity to learn from
their experience.

You can join 150 organisations in
signing the Business in the Commu-
nity’s Waste to Wealth Commitment,
which is a way of companies collec-
tively working to eliminate avoidable
waste by 2030.  

For many offices, there are lots of
small changes that can be made to
the way resources are used to make
these spaces more sustainable. It’s
also worth considering how your staff
can operate in workspaces differently
in order to eliminate waste.

All chief executives should identify
the risks that more extreme weather
could have on the continuity of your
business, while in turn figuring out
where you can make it more resilient.   

Another good tactic is to incentivise
more sustainable behaviour among
your employees, and even reward
them for coming up with fresh ideas.

And finally, cut your carbon emis-
sions by minimising your use of fossil
fuel and finding ways to purchase or
generate renewable energy.

Businesses must do more and put
aside competition with each other to
work collectively and tackle this prob-
lem together. 

And if they can’t, they must have an
honest conversation with their em-
ployees, customers, shareholders, reg-
ulators, and the general public in
order to answer the most difficult
question of all: If not, why not?

white faced monkeys swinging down
from the branches of a giant boa boa
tree before scampering across the lawns,
each holding the tail of the one in front.
The hotel sits on a rocky outcrop in
forty-two acres of a former coconut
plantation opening onto a beach that is
pounded by the rollers of the Indian
Ocean. It is a surfer’s dream.

The Udawalawe National Park, where
orphaned and wild elephants are given
sanctuary, is a short drive away. Visitors
are welcome to watch the twice daily
feeding as well as attend the
Handunugoda tea plantation where
their virgin white tea, untouched by
human hand, is said to fetch more per
kilo than silver.

After three days I took the road north
to Anantara Kalutara, passing the
ancient citadel of Galle where
Portuguese invaders built an impressive
sea fort in 1588. Anatare Kulatare was
once a spice trading port and sits on a
spit of land jutting out into the Indian
Ocean on one side and a lagoon on the
other.

The fates have not been kind to Sri
Lanka in recent years. A 20 year civil war
was followed by the devastating floods
of the tsunami in 2004, and in April a
series of bombings killed 259 and rocked
the country to its core. But the
returning tourism is helping the
recovery and it’s the sunny optimism of
its people that is undoubtedly their
bridge over troubled water.

The people of Kitulgala, a remote
retreat hidden in a Shangri-La-
like river valley in the highlands
of Sri Lanka, are proud of their
place in movie history. Because

it was here, on the sandy banks of the
emerald green Kelani river, lorded over
by mountain rainforests, that the 1957
World War Two film Bridge On The River
Kwai was shot.

The dramatic story of an army colonel
(Alec Guinness) obsessed with proving
British superiority over his Japanese
captors by directing his military
engineers to build a better bridge in the
jungle than the enemy won seven
Oscars.

If there had been an Oscar for best
scenery it would have collected that too.
The lush tropical jungle where gaily
coloured parrots nesting in towering
palms watch the leopards that roam the
forest paths, rises from the river as if
beckoning visitors through the gates of
the garden of Eden.

Although the jungle has reclaimed
most of what was left of the bridge,
which cost Columbia Pictures $5m in
today’s money to build and blow up, the
location of the historic film is still a
nostalgia magnet for British
holidaymakers. 

A hand-painted sign marks the way to
the site, along a path bordered by
creamy gardenia blooms the size of
dinner plates. It was there I found
Chandratha Jaywardena, who was cast in
the film as a ten year old.

Chandratha, now 70, guides tourists to
the riverbank. He points out the
concrete foundations on which the
bridge was built, now covered in
creepers, telling amusing tales of life on
the film set as we walk.

“The director David Lean wasn’t liked

by everyone,” he confides. “One day he
was cooling off in the river when a
deadly cobra was spotted swimming
towards him. On seeing Lean the cobra
turned and fled. ‘Sensible cobra,’ said Mr
Guinness.”

The Bridge On The River Kwai was set
in Burma where 6,000 British prisoners
of war perished building a real bridge
over a real River Kwai. 

The spectacular climax to the picture
is the explosion created by commandos
laying dynamite under the bridge,
sending a train full of Japanese troops
into the river below.

The local carpenters who constructed
the bridge were so proud of their work
that they begged Lean not to blow it up.
In the end, he blew it up twice. 

The signal for the first explosion
failed and the cameraman missed the
destruction, so the entire thing had to
be rebuilt. The twisted relics of wood
and iron reclaimed from the river after
filming became prized souvenirs for the
locals.

In the cool mountain air of the early
morning, rolling mist made the high
forest trees appear to float on top of
clouds. But by 9am it was already hot
enough for rivulets of condensation on
mangos to dance like a mirage. 

It’s easy to see why David Lean was so
entranced by Kitugala. The area’s
inaccessibility has protected its
dreamlike landscape from heavy logging
and today World Heritage status ensures
this paradise is safe from commercial
exploitation.

I reached Kitulgala from the south of
Sri Lanka, a tranquil scenic region where
Anatura have two luxury hotels, one in
Kalutara and another in Tangalle, both
ideal for exploration. I was greeted at
Peace Haven Tangalle by a family of

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THE WEEKEND: When you think of
Dubai, barren deserts and palm trees
spring to mind. They shouldn’t. Strolling
around the city you feel like an extra on
the set of Blade Runner. Peeking through
the haze are space-age skyscrapers the
shape of teardrops, twisted ribbons and
enormous picture frames.

WHICH ONE AM I STAYING IN? True to
its name, Atlantis appears to have risen
from the sea. The pink palace sits on a
narrow stretch of sand on the tip of a
man-made island. Its two soaring towers
are linked by a sweeping arch and are
dotted with turrets and spires. Inside you
feel like a tiddler swimming through a
colourful coral reef. The lobby has a huge
domed ceiling supported by pillars in the
shape of otherworldly sea creatures. 

There are chandeliers shaped like
jellyfish and strands of colourful metal
hanging from wall lights like seaweed. A
giant octopus arm made of tiny
multicoloured glass tubes soars up from a
fountain in the centre. Continuing the
theme, there’s a network of caves next
door lined with Atlantean armour,
ancient-looking maps and tanks of exotic
fish. Subtlety isn’t in the dictionary here.

THE STAY: The hotel has just emerged
from a £75m renovation which has given
its rooms the air of a desert island retreat.
The pattern on the carpets is of cracked
earth, door handles are shaped like
seaweed, mirrors have pearled borders
and lamps are made from empty bottles. 

THE FOOD: With 23 restaurants, you
won’t get bored. If you fancy a taste of

home, try Gordon Ramsay’s Bread Street
Kitchen. It has the best beef wellington
outside the UK and sumptuous salads
with watermelon, whipped feta, mint
and cucumber. It’s worth splashing out
on an Imperial Club room as it gives you
access to a plush lounge serving
complimentary food and drink. That
comes in handy as temperatures can
soar above 30 in spring.

ASK ABOUT:
Ask at guest services for your free
unlimited pass to the neighbouring
Aquaventure. It takes nearly an hour to
get round the park on the spaghetti-like
network of lazy rivers. Cleverly, they
connect to the rides so you glide on a
rubber ring from the exit of one slide and
float off to the next. It keeps you cool but
isn’t as serene as it sounds. One of the
rivers has surf-sized waves that ripple
across every few seconds, whilst others
are more like the white-water rapids you
would take a canoe on.

Don’t throw away the plastic luggage
tag on a string that you get given on check
in. It’s a handy holder for your room key
that you can hang around your neck so it
doesn’t get lost when you’re swimming.

AFTER an inauspicious start
to the season, these are
heady times at West Ham.
Unbeaten in six games, no
goals conceded in their last

four and yesterday a win over
Manchester United, thanks to goals
from Andriy Yarmolenko and Aaron
Cresswell.

The fixture list has not been the
most daunting – United were the first
Big Six team West Ham had faced
since their opening-day mauling at
home to Manchester City, while their
previous three Premier League games

have been against promoted or badly
struggling opponents in Aston Villa,
Norwich and Watford – but it is
encouraging nonetheless.

If there was something missing
from the 2-0 defeat of United then it
was a goal – or any real involvement –
for Sebastien Haller. The club record
£45m summer signing has three
goals so far but here looked to be
under-served by team-mates.

STRIKER LIGHT
United’s problems are graver: they
are struggling to score goals at all.
Not since the first weekend’s 4-0 win
over Chelsea have they netted more
than once in a game, including in
matches against Wolves, Crystal
Palace, Southampton and, in the
Champions League, Astana.

Rarely did they worry the
Hammers’ rearguard at the London
Stadium and now the problem could
be about to get worse. Marcus
Rashford’s second-half injury means

they have no fit recognised strikers.
With Anthony Martial and 17-

year-old midweek saviour
Mason Greenwood also
sidelined, it is hard to avoid
further questions about the
wisdom of ushering out
Romelu Lukaku and Alexis
Sanchez last month without
replacing them.

HUMAN SHIELD
If you thought Sead
Kolasinac fending
off the knife-
wielding assailants
who allegedly
hijacked Mesut Ozil’s
car was the best
example of a human
shield at Arsenal,
think again. Pierre-

Emerick Aubameyang is almost
single-handedly protecting

under-fire manager Unai
Emery from even fiercer
criticism by scoring vital goal
after vital goal for the
Gunners this season.

Yesterday he struck the
84th-minute winner as the
10 men of Arsenal snatched

victory from the jaws of
defeat at home to

Aston Villa. He
also got the
winners
against
Newcastle
and Burnley,
the equaliser
against
Tottenham

and both
goals in last
week’s draw at
Watford. In
fact, his goals

have directly resulted in all of his
team’s 11 league points this term.
Brilliant, but utterly unsustainable.  

HOWE’S FAB FOUR
Eddie Howe is known for attack-
minded football but even by his
standards Bournemouth’s line-up
against Southampton on Friday was
bold. In Callum Wilson, Dominic
Solanke, Josh King and Harry Wilson,
Howe named four forwards in his
starting XI, with Wilson and Solanke
through the middle and King and
Wilson raiding from wide areas.

This was in fact the second game in
succession he had done so – and both
this and last week’s visit of Everton
ended in 3-1 wins for the Cherries.

Again, two of the goals came from
Howe’s Fab Four, with Wilson
doubling Bournemouth’s lead and
Wilson adding a late third. It might
have been more but King’s strike,
following a velvet through-ball by
Solanke, was chalked off.

Heady Hammers put another nail in United’s season

LIVERPOOL showed their Premier
League title credentials in a
game of two halves at Stamford
Bridge yesterday. The Reds
bounced back from a midweek

defeat to Napoli by making it six wins
from six in the top flight with a hard-
fought victory over Chelsea.

If the first half was all about the array
of attacking talent that Jurgen Klopp’s
side possess, then the second half high-
lighted their resilience in defence as
they held on to win and restore their
five-point advantage over second-placed
Manchester City.

FULL-BACKS’ UNION
Liverpool began the game with their
usual intensity and full-backs Trent
Alexander-Arnold and Andy Robertson
once again demonstrated why they are so
important to the way this side attack.
There were the usual surging runs for-
ward and pin-point deliveries through-
out the first half, but it was two free-kicks
– one from each – that made the break-
throughs.

The first came from Alexander-Arnold
on the edge of the penalty box after just
14 minutes, when Mohamed Salah rolled
the ball to the side of the wall for the
England right-back to fire it into the top
corner. Then 15 minutes later, Robertson
whipped in a free-kick from the wing to
find Roberto Firmino, who found the net
with his head to make it 2-0.

VAR BOUNCE
One of the inadvertent consequences of
the video assistant referee (VAR) is the
bounce that an overturned decision can
give the opponent, particularly when it
involves a goal. It could be seen in last
season’s Champions League semi-final
between Manchester City and Totten-
ham and again yesterday when Liverpool
derived a similar positive benefit after
Chelsea had a goal ruled out. 

With Liverpool winning 1-0, Cesar

Azpilicueta poked home after the ball
came loose in the penalty area, but
Mason Mount’s left foot had been mar-
ginally offside in the build-up moments
earlier, to the roared delight of the away
fans. Three minutes later and the ball
was in Chelsea’s net after Firmino scored
from a free-kick given away by

Azpilicueta. From 1-1 to 2-0 and a moun-
tain that was too much for the Blues to
climb, despite their best efforts.

CHELSEA CHARGE
For the majority of the first half Chelsea
looked uninspired going forward, just
as they had done in the 1-0 defeat to Va-
lencia on Tuesday. Tammy Abraham
seemed isolated up front again as
Chelsea resorted to long balls or crosses,
although the 21-year-old did have a
chance to score one-on-one with Adrian
and could have squared it to Mount to
tap in.

In the second half and 2-0 down, the
Blues played like a side with nothing to
lose and Mount, Willian, Mateo Kovacic
and N’Golo Kante all popped up in at-
tacking areas more regularly as they
pushed for a goal. After 70 minutes,

Kante obliged, skipping past Fabinho
and Jordan Henderson and punting the
ball into the top corner.

Despite a late onslaught, Liv-
erpool held out, thanks to a
defensive masterclass
from Joel Matip and Bal-
lon d’Or favourite Virgil
van Dijk. Mount blazed
a stoppage-time chance
over the bar and Lam-
pard later acknowledged
there were plenty of posi-
tives to take from his
team’s second-half display.

INTEGRAL KANTE
Lampard’s decision to start Mount, Kante
and Emerson Palmieri looked a risk too
far following their returns from injury
when the latter was forced off after just

15 minutes. But Kante proved – if there
was ever any doubt – why he has to play

even if he is only remotely fit. The
Frenchman made just his sec-

ond league start this season
and was by far Chelsea’s

best player. He was typi-

cally robust in his defen-
sive duties but also one of

the Blues’ biggest threats
going forward. Kante was integral

in the European Super Cup against Liv-
erpool earlier this season, too, and his
return will be a huge boost for Lampard
going forward. It looks vital that he stays
fit if Chelsea are to make the top four.

Both groups have had potentially
decisive opening matches at this
Rugby World Cup, although Scotland
now face a challenge to make the
knockout phase with Samoa and
Japan both harbouring quarter-final
aspirations. Scotland, unable to afford
another defeat, are essentially playing
knockout rugby already and a final
group match against Japan could now
be decisive. After disappointing warm-
up matches against France and
yesterday’s try-less outing, there is
evidence to suggest one of the Tier
Two teams in their group could cause
an upset. 

ALL BLACKS MAKE POINT 
New Zealand answered any questions
about Beauden Barrett starting at full-
back as he and fly-half Richie Mo’unga
combined ruthlessly twice in four
minutes to set up tries and hand the
All Blacks a 17-3 half-time lead over
South Africa in Saturday’s
heavyweight clash. On both occasions
they lured the Springboks toward the
ball, leaving them exposed out wide
before breaking through the gainline
to score, with Barrett assisting the first.
The Springboks chipped away at the
lead, including with a well executed
Handre Pollard drop goal, but despite
periods of sustained pressure ended
up losing 23-13. New Zealand
defended determinedly, giving away
just two penalties, and underlined that
it will take an exceptional performance
to stop them winning a third
successive World Cup.

HEADACHE FOR FIJI
Australia’s second-half turnaround
against Fiji on Saturday was marred by
controversy after Reece Hodge’s high
tackle on Peceli Yato went unpunished.
Yato is one of Fiji’s key players and
helped his side race into an early lead
with a try inside seven minutes. With
the score 11-7 and the flanker racing
toward the try-line again, Hodge made
contact with the Fijian’s head in a
tackle that had minimal use of the
arms. While the Australian went on to
score eight points, Yato was removed
from play after failing a head injury
assessment. It was a disappointing
start for officials as World Rugby tries
to clamp down on dangerous tackles,
although Hodge has been cited
retrospectively.

HAMMERS SINK UNITED AS
ARSENAL EDGE VILLA THRILLER
£West Ham scored late in both halves
through Andriy Yarmolenko and Aaron
Cresswell to beat Manchester United at the
London Stadium and climb to fifth on a
busy day in the Premier League. Elsewhere
in the capital yesterday, 10-man Arsenal
twice came from a goal down to beat Aston
Villa 3-2 and go fourth in the table, while
Diogo Jota’s last-gasp equaliser for Wolves
held Crystal Palace to a 1-1 draw.

IRELAND BEGIN WORLD CUP BY
SWEEPING ASIDE SCOTLAND
£ Ireland laid down a Rugby World Cup
marker with an impressive 27-3 victory
over Scotland in their opening match
yesterday. Lock James Ryan, captain Rory
Best and prop Tadhg Furlong all scored as
Ireland swept into a 19-3 lead by half-time
and after the break wing Andrew Conway
touched down a fourth try to bank a bonus
point in Yokohama. “We know how good a
team they are and we’re delighted with
that win,” said Best, 37. Elsewhere at the
tournament yesterday, Italy came from
behind to beat Namibia 47-22 in Osaka.  

WALES OUT TO EMULATE
ENGLAND’S CLASS OF 2003
£Wales defence coach Shaun Edwards
has cited England’s 2003 Rugby World Cup
winners as inspiration as they prepare to
begin their tournament against Georgia
today. Wales have named their oldest ever
World Cup XV and Edwards believes history
has shown that to be no disadvantage. “We
have been preparing for this for a very long
time,” he said. “You look back at 2003, the
only northern hemisphere team to win it
was England. They had an experienced
team, a few guys over 30. I don’t think that
does you any harm.”

LECLERC FUMES AS VETTEL
ENDS 13-MONTH F1 DROUGHT
£Charles Leclerc was left furious after
Ferrari’s in-race tactics handed team-mate
Sebastian Vettel a lead that he never
relinquished at the Singapore Grand Prix
yesterday. Leclerc started on pole and was
seeking a third win a row but his team’s
decision to pit Vettel first proved decisive
and the German held on for a first win in 13
months. “I just don’t understand the
undercut at all,” Leclerc told Ferrari
technicians over the radio. Britain’s Lewis
Hamilton was fourth but leads the drivers’
championship by 65 points.

WILLETT BECOMES LATEST
HOME WINNER AT WENTWORTH
£England’s Danny Willett shot a final
round of 67 to pull away from Jon Rahm
and win the BMW PGA Championship by
three shots at Wentworth yesterday.
Willett, the sixth home winner of the
European Tour’s flagship event in the last
11 years, started the day tied with Rahm at
the top of the leaderboard but went out in
three under par and closed with back-to-
back birdies to finish on 20 under par.
Spain’s Rahm was second, one shot ahead
of South African Christiaan Bezuidenhout,
while Rory McIlroy was ninth.

IF THERE was any doubt as to why
England leant heavily on their
kicking game yesterday, it quickly
became apparent from the physi-
cal might that Tonga provided in

their Rugby World Cup opener in
Japan.

Early on in England’s victory, while
the scores were still level, Tonga
flanker Zane Kapeli collided with Billy
Vunipola in a tackle that sent shud-
ders around the Sapporo Dome. It is
not often the England No8, whose fa-
ther captained Tonga at the 1999
World Cup, is sent backwards. But on
this occasion he was, to a roar of defi-
ance from the Pacific Islanders.

Their stand against England would
not last long, though, as Eddie Jones’s
side began to move through the gears,
scoring their first try through Manu
Tuilagi after 23 minutes to take an 8-3
lead. It was a moment of individual
quality from the outside centre as he
sidestepped one tackle and bulldozed
his way through two more to touch
the ball down. 

England had been denied a try just a
minute earlier when Sam Underhill
was held up, but the team posed an in-
creasing threat as they kicked in be-
hind to put Tonga on the back foot
before then charging them down. 

The chase has become a key part of
England’s game and it worked effec-
tively yesterday with Jones opting to
start both of his best distributors,
George Ford and Owen Farrell, in the
10-12 axis. 

The pair often interchanged between
first and second receiver and found
space with kicks into the opposition
half – as did Ben Youngs, who regu-
larly chose to box kick. No one made
more kicks than the scrum-half dur-
ing this year’s Six Nations and it is a
trend that looks set to continue.

England frequently found them-
selves regaining possession further up
the pitch by turning the ball over at
breakdowns or line-outs, rather than
trying to build through phases and
beat Tonga for physicality.

“Tonga are a very physical team, to
give them targets to hit would have
played into their hands,” Farrell said
after the match. “I thought we chased
well and got some opportunities off
the back of it. There are still some mis-
takes that we can look at and get bet-
ter at, but that’s the exciting thing,
we’ve still got a lot more in us.”

Despite the comfortable scoreline,
it was a far from perfect performance
from England who took until 77 min-
utes to get a fourth try and impor-
tant bonus point against a side that
lost 92-7 to New Zealand in their
final warm-up match. 

This was of course a different stage
and England did what was required,
but Jones will have plenty to discuss
with his players after they conceded
10 penalties and made 13 unforced
handling errors.

Four of those penalties were con-
ceded at breakdowns inside the open-
ing 20 minutes before a fifth on the
25th minute that gave Tonga the op-

portunity to make it 8-6. They would
have but for a missed kick by Sonatane
Takulua. 

It was a mistake born out of indeci-
sion from Maro Itoje and saw Jones re-
peatedly whack his desk – as shown
live on television around the stadium
on the coach’s return to Japan.

England stepped it up a level on 30
minutes. Using the skill of their back
line, they spread the ball out to Farrell
and Ford before a deft pass from Elliot
Daly set Jonny May clear, who of-

floaded it back inside to Tuilagi for his
second of the match. 

A conversion and two penalties
from Farrell before half-time gave
England a 21-3 lead and the four
points, but it took second-half tries
from hookers Jamie George and Luke
Cowan-Dickie – one from a driving
maul and the other a breakaway – to
earn the bonus point.

The job was complete, but, as is per-
haps to be expected at this stage, Eng-
land are not yet firing on all cylinders.
